When plugging in 
appliances, make sure they 
are plugged directly into the 
generator or a heavy duty 
outdoor-rated extension cord. 
The cords should be checked 
for cuts, tears and that the 
plug has all three prongs, 
especially a grounding pin. 

If you must connect the 
generator to the house 
wiring to power appliances, 
have a qualified electrician 
install a properly rated 
transfer switch in accordance 
with the National Electrical 
Code® (NEC) and all 
applicable state and local 
electrical codes.

KKK Store fuel for the 
generator in a container 
that is intended for the 
purpose and is correctly 
labeled as such. Store the 
containers outside of

 living areas.
